“I have an impartial view on school topics meaning I can best represent all children.”
“Because I’m nice and kind.”
“I can help people and treat them kindly.”
“I’ll stick up for other children and help them out.”

What do you promise to do if you are elected?
“I will take your opinion to the meeting. I will be kind and caring and always willing to listen and help in all ways I can.”
“I will promise to listen to everyone’s ideas and I’d say that I’, kind and thoughtful.”
“I promise to put at least one idea in each playtime.”
“I promise to help them and be caring.”
“I will promise to listen to everyone.”
“I promise to be good at helping my friends.”
“I will promise to listen to everyone and take other people’s ideas instead of my own idea.”
“I promise to uphold school values and look out for the best interests of the other children, especially the younger ones. I promise to set an example to all the children and be a good role model.”
“Instead of having a boring old playground, how about a jungle gym? Just imagine what us kids will like outside.”
