	Bonfire Night
Make phonetically plausible attempts at words (ELG 10). Add some marks to their drawings, which they give meaning to. For example: “That says mummy.” Enjoy drawing freely. Make marks on their picture to stand for their name. Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example: writing a pretend shopping list that starts at the top of the page, write ‘m’ for mummy. Write some or all of their name. Write some letters accurately

ASSESS 
Understand the five key concepts about print: - the names of the different parts of a book. Use a wider range of vocabulary. Can start a conversation with an adult or a friend. Engage in storytimes. Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding. Spell words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sound with letter/s. Use longer sentences of four to six words. Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter-sound correspondences.
